THIS WEEK’S REFLECTION: This week guides us deep into our faith in several ways. All Souls day gives us the opportunity to remember and pray for all our brothers and sisters who have died. We confidently hope and pray that they may be embraced by the love and mercy of God, poured forth in the life-giving death and resurrection of Jesus. This is a wonderful day to name all those we want to pray for, and to include in our prayer those who have no one to pray for them. As we go about our very busy lives this week, we can continue to practice focusing our attention on an ongoing conversation with our Lord throughout the day. In repeated moments, we can simply open our hearts and ask God for the desire to have our lives focus on God’s desires for us, rather than what our culture wants us to focus on so constantly. Each night let’s look back over the day briefly, and give thanks for a God who listens to our desires.
